MaTHi Millet Cafes run by Self-Help Groups will be set up in the 

Master Plan Complex of the Office of District Collector in 37 districts at an 

estimated cost of Rs.1.85 Crores. 

As part of celebration of the International year of Millets 2023, 

consumption of millet-based food and snacks is aimed to be promoted 
among the public. This is sought to be achieved through setting up of 

Millet Cafes run by the SHG women entrepreneurs within premise of all 37 

District Master Complexes of District Collector's Office for creating easy 
accessibility to millet-based food and drinks.

Ine cafes will operate as food vending shops catering millet-based 
Ood, Snacks and drinks which are ready to eat and ready and cook. There 

Wll also be live kitchens in all locations based on the availability space 
and feasibility. 

Objectives 
To promote consumption of millet-based products among the public. 
To create marketing avenues for millet-based products by SHGs. 
To facilitate sales counter for product display and a demonstration 
Space for live kitchen for millet-based savories and food. 

" To market SHG products under the unique brand name 'MaTHi' 

Eligible Criteria 

TD., 

Interested members of SHGs from the Village Panchayat within 5 
kms from the Collector Office shall be called to apply 
Selection shall be based on the taste and palatability of the food 
they are made to cook at the premise and the list of items they 
propose to serve. 

The design for the establishment of MaTHi Millet Café and the 
display of menu and the board (design of café to be sent 
separately) shall be carried out as stated in the guidelines without 
any deviation. 

Training 
Training on standardization, price fixation and method of serving 

will be provided to selected members of the SHGs for establishing and 
maintaining of MaTHi Millet Café. The training shall be imparted through 
an expert in millet-based product cooking as well as nutritionist from a 
reputed home science college. 

Budget 
An amount of Rs.1.85 crores will be sanctioned for establishing 37 

MaTHi Millet Café (MMC) each 5.00 lakhs, out of which Rs.3.60 lakhs for 
establishing for Mathi Millet Café, Rs. 1.15 lakhs as revolving fund 
(Working capital) and Rs.0.25 lakhs for impart training along with the 
selected group invested Rs.0.50 lakhs as a beneficiary share. 

Monitoring 
The Block Manager should inspect MaTHi Millet Café twice a month and AP0 (LH) once every month and provide all necessary support for effective functioning of the cafes. 



The District Unit should maintain a detail register of the day-to-day 
functioning and the sales to provide facilities catering to the 
satisfaction of the customers. 
The monthly sales of receipts and expenditure pertaining to MaTHi 
Millet Café should be consolidated and submitted to TNCDW, 

Chennai before 5th of every month.

The following timeline and instructions should be adhered in 

establishing in MaTHi Millet Café at the districts.

" A committee should be formed under the Chairmanship of 

District collector with Project Director TNSRLM as its 

convenor within 15 days from the issue of this Executive 

order.

The cafes should be 

visible for attracting maximum public coming to the 

The District Collector/ Chairman, 
All Districts.
